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The North Shore Playcentre Constitution 44.b (i) states:

That each child over 2 1/2 years old shall attend a minimum of two sessions per week. In exceptional circumstances special dispensation can be obtained by consensus agreement of the centre concerned and to the satisfaction of the Association Management Team. 

Centre members may apply for a special temporary dispensation; they must follow the procedure outlined below and complete the Application for temporary dispensation from constitution clause 44.b (i) 

PROCEDURE

1. The applicant must complete the written Application for temporary dispensation from the constitution of the North Shore Playcentre Association clause 44.b (i) form and pass this onto the Centre Secretary or Centre President. The Centre will offer the support of an experienced Centre member to help parents/caregivers through the procedure and associated process. 

2. Notice of the application is to be included on the monthly centre meeting agenda. 

3. The centre's decision and any agreed action to be taken must be included in the minutes of the monthly centre meeting. 

4. A copy of the centre minutes showing the agreement of the centre must be attached to the application form.

5. The Association Secretary will review the centre’s minutes to ensure the correct process has been followed.  The Association secretary has the right to view the dispensation paperwork.
6. The dispensation shall apply for a minimum of one term or up to a maximum of one year, as deemed appropriate for the circumstances. At the end of this time the individual dispensation must be reviewed at a centre meeting. A new dispensation form must be completed and the normal procedures followed.  Should the families circumstances have changed during the period of dispensation they should be encouraged to have the child attend another session.
7. Any centre member applying for special dispensation should be actively participating in the North Shore Playcentre Association adult education programme. 
8. Any centre member receiving a special dispensation shall continue to meet their commitments to Playcentre as outlined in the North Shore Playcentre Association Enrolment Policy.

9. North Shore Playcentre Associations Grievance Procedure will be followed should a dispute arise in regard to this application.

10. It is the centre's responsibility to ensure compliance with this process and to ensure any agreed actions and special conditions attached to each individual case are adhered to.
